presenter at Michigan Reading Council Conferences; Odyssey of the Mind;
Executive Board, Author in Residence Coordinator; Executive Board, Saginaw



Successful Schools Project; Chairperson of Middle School Implementation
Team for Staffing and Scheduling; Delta Kappa Gamma, President of Alpha
Group. Her fondest memories were of the parents, students and fellow
teachers at Handley School. Marjorie was a member of Michigan Association
of Retired School Personnel, Florida Retired Teachers Association,
CanAmera, and Saginaw Township North Little League. She also gave piano
lessons for many years. After her retirement from the Saginaw school system
in 2000, Marjorie moved to Ft. Myers, FL with her husband, Don, and
resumed her career in Collier County as a literacy specialist for the whole
county. She retired again in 2004, and returned home to Saginaw. Marjorie
loved flowers, fishing and her black lab, Babe. Her smile would light-up a
room.
